[image: ] History – We will be learning about William the Conqueror and exploring the great Battle of Hastings and finally reinacting the famous battle using our shields. We are also delving into the local history at Peveril Castle, looking at who William Peveril was and how he founded the castle.



Geography – Using a map of the UK, the children will discover where the castles are . We will think about why they were built on hills up high. We will also study a map of our journey from school to Peveril Castle, spotting landmarks on our way!



Literacy – We will be looking at a wide range of castle settings, including learning about the legend of St George and the Dragon, as well as fictional stories such as The Princess and the Pea. The children will also be designing a medieval banquet menu in preparation for a feast. 



PHSE – We will discuss whether we think people were healthy back in medieval times and compare this to how we look after ourselves; healthy eating, cleaning our teeth, exercise and getting enough sleep to help our well-being. 


Welcome to the new term! We are very excited to be learning all about Knights and Castles. This term the children will be exploring the day in the life of a knight, as well as visiting Peveril Castle on 23rd May to get a real insight into its geographical and historical surroundings. Details to follow!
Maths – We will be continuing with our mastery approach to maths; allowing the children to explore and discover various ways to work out their answers. This is really encouraging independent learners and reinforcing positive, mathematical mind-sets.
We will also be using our measuring skills to measure our model castles and shields. 



Art –The children will be designing and making their own family coat of arms. They will be making a knight’s shield and learning all about the job of a knight.
D+T – After studying the layout of a castle we will be designing and then constructing our own! 



PE – We will be learning to march to the tune of ‘The Grand Old Duke of York’ and keeping to the beat. The children will make up their own marching routines like knights following each other in lines. 


Science – we will be looking at the materials people in medieval times used to build castles and why. 
We will also be learning about the properties of everyday materials and discussing which of these materials would be suitable and sustainable to build a model castle!
