Welcome to Summer Term 1.  Our Topic this term is  ahoy Me Hearties.

 We will be learning about pirates and their pirate adventures through books, non fiction texts and information pieces. We will be learning about parts of a boat, looking at materials and the best materials to use whilst on board. We will be discovering scientific concepts such as floating and sinking and mixing and melting.  
In English we will be practising writing simple and compound sentences  using conjunctions.
