Welcome to Summer Term 1.  Our topic this term is  ahoy Me Hearties.

 We will be learning about pirates and their pirate adventures.  We will be learning what pirates are and were, about famous pirates in the past;  about parts of a boat, looking at materials and the best materials to use whilst on board and we will be thinking about how they travelled the world, using maps to help us. We will be discovering scientific concepts such as floating and sinking and mixing and melting, geographical knowledge of the oceans and lands, thinking about how to keep healthy on board and ship and how to stay happy.
In English we will be practising writing simple and compound sentences  using conjunctions to write about pirates and also pirate stories.  We will be reading and using lots of fiction, non-fiction  and poetry books, including Captain Pike Looks After The Baby Kate Pankhurst, The Pirates Next door Jonny Duddle, Pirates Love Underpants Claire Freedman,  Walter The Worst Pirate Janelle Dimmett, Captain Flinn and the Pirate Dinosaurs Giles Andrea, The Night Pirates Peter Harris, Peter Pan. If you have any pirate books we can share, please bring them in. We will continue to use our daily phonics lessons to help us Correct letter formation will continue to be a key focus. 
In Maths, the  children  will be extending their learning on simple, complex and numerical patterns  starting to learn to count in different numbers. They will be continuing their understanding of numbers  by learning about halves, doubles odd and even numbers. We will be learning to compose and decompose 2D shapes, learn about time and money. 
We will be making pirate ships using junk modelling this week so please send in old recycling containers. 
Forest School will continue to be on a Friday afternoon this term, when staffing allows. Please  continue to send your child in in their forest school clothes. Please send clothes suitable for the  weather outside. When the hot weather is with us, please still send them in long sleeves and trousers as there are nettles out in the environment and the children may get stung.  Send a hat and suncream when necessary.
