All of the children have made an amazing start to the school year, so far learning about personal timelines, the human body and animal classifications, and about how to keep themselves safe online (as well as becoming coding wizzes on the ipads!).
We hope everyone has been finding the time to read and practice spellings daily and, as an extra homework task, we challenge the children to contruct their family tree. An example of how it might look is shown below.
