English: After encountering a ‘real life crime scene’ children have to write their own police style report on what happened (recount). Children will study the format of how news is represented in newspapers and make their own newspapers based on historical events from the past (e.g. Grace Darling story) and their own piece of news about something that has happened to them. They will look at how the front page is set out and write factual sentences with the intention of informing.  SPaG year 2 continue following NC. Emergency Service reading comprehensions / guided reading. TBC visits from police services / mountain rescue / fire station trip! Write recounts on their experience.
Stunning start: children will be eyewitnesses to a ‘real life crime committed in school!’ Someone has overturned chairs and tipped out pencils and emptied out the toy cupboard. Police tape has been taped over areas and children have to solve the clues to find out who was the guilty person!


Fantastic finish:  
Geography – children will look at mountain rescuers and watch real clips from people being rescued Mountain rescue on Moel Famau, Wales (pt 1/2) - KS1 Geography - BBC Bitesize Mountain rescue on Moel Famau, Wales (pt 2/2) - KS1 Geography - BBC BitesizeThis Beside the Seaside (t)  will teach: 
· the geographical features of the seaside - human and physical.

Art and Design – children will study the artists: Percy Wyndham Lewis, Helen Saunders,  Mark Vaux. They will explore abstract design, how it makes them feel, be able to make and identify primary and secondary colours and pain their own abstract pictures. See medium term plans. 
Draw and then paint pictures of emergency service vehicles and people. 
Draw / paint a portrait of themselves dressed as one of the emergency service workers. 
Design and technology – plan (using pp) build and decorate an emergency service vehicle out of recycled materials. 

literacy – write a fact file on the emergency services in the UK. Children do their own research and complete a page on each emergency service. Learn what to do in a real life situation – write instructions on calling 999 sating your emergency etc.  Charlie the firefighter ebook story (t) – learn about the role of the firefighter and write their own adventure story involving the main character as a firefighter – chn act out /discuss a problem the character might have to overcome with a simple story map and plan. Chn go round the school spotting ‘petit crimes’ and role play becoming police officers making lists of the crimes they spot. Cliffside rescue at night Cliffside rescue at night - KS1 Science - BBC Bitesize write a recount of what happened/ or what you should do if you were in trouble. Lifeguard safety poster, role play the incident in the clip, write a short play about the story they watched in groups then perform to the class.
