In this unit of work, children will learn about everyday dangers, in the home and outside, and how they can keep themselves safe. Literacy: They will write an autobiography about themselves and what they have achieved so far in their lives. They will write their own newspaper report based on information on historic explorers such as Captain James Cook, Neil Armstrong and Christopher Columbus.
Science: seasonal changes – spring to summer 
Introduction This ‘Scientists and Inventors’ unit will teach your class about famous scientists and inventors linked to the Year 2 science curriculum. Children will learn about the invention of the waterproof coat, and will explore other waterproof materials by carrying out simple tests. Children will find out about the work of doctors, and will learn about Elizabeth Garrett Anderson, the first woman doctor in Britain. Children will have the opportunity to create their own greenhouse based on the invention of the biomes at the Eden Project, and use their greenhouse to compare the growth of plants. They will learn about how germs are spread, looking at the work of Louis Pasteur and carrying out a fun experiment to prove how far germs can spread in a few minutes. Children will set up a small world to show the effects of water pollution, as discovered by Rachel Carson during her research on ocean habitats. Finally, children will learn about the development of wind turbines and how this invention is used to generate power. Throughout the unit, children will work in a fun and hands-on way to learn about scientists and inventors.
