They will think about their favourite toy from today before moving on to look at toys which were popular when their parents and grandparents. 

Music – We will continue to follow an Oak Academy scheme which looks at pitch, timbre and tone using our bodies as well as percussion to find rhythm, sing and make music!


Design and Technology    The children will design and make their own toy balloon fidget spinners. They will also design and build their own toys using junk modelling materials. This ties into our science topic – helping the children decide which materials are best to use for their final piece. 




The Magic of Toys
Reading and Spellings Children will be put on a level that matches their reading ability. They will have their books changed each week unless they need to keep them for a little longer to ensure they have become secure and fluent. 
The year 1 and 2’s will continue to be given 5 spellings to practise and learn each week. They will use them in their writing throughout the week. 
Science -Our unit this term is ‘Everyday Materials’. We will be observing various types of matter and their properties and conducting experiments to see how strong and waterproof they are.
