Art and Design /technology – create their own magical box of toys – chn will use a shoe box and everyday materials (linking to science unit and discuss properties) to create various old and new toys to put in their box (links to history and change over time). Children will plan and draw / label their ideas and designs before building and then painting their toy boxes. Chn will showcase their toy boxes to parents/ other classes – using their English skills to talk about how they made the toy boxes / the materials they used and whether they are magical – e.g. when they come to life. Design a toy from the future – design a Victorian toy MAKE A  BALLOON FIDGET TOY 
Paint – toy pictures – block printing – Brighter Futures
Use oil pastels – draw their bedroom with their toys in
Sketch their favourite toy 


English – The old Toy Room story  / play the spot the toy game as first introduction to the topic. Simple sentence writing about their favourite toys. Can they describe their toys. Question sentence writing asking grandparent visitors who will come in about what toys they played with when they were younger. Simple sentence writing about their favourite toys. GRAMMAR - Expanded noun phrases year 2s, apostrophes for contraction and possession – year 1 and 2 grammar past and present tenses / using prefixes and suffixes / compound noun phrases / revising un / plurals s and es. Writing instructions on how to make a balloon fidget toy. Toy writing ideas – see plans. Literacy shed The Little Shoemaker - Literacy Shed / The Wishgranter - Literacy Shed . The Elves and the shoemaker story.  Write a narrative about a toy that comes to life – act out drama make the toys come to life – see plans. Toy poems – see email for ideas and plans . 

English: continue / finish George’s marvellous medicine. Start new class text – ‘The Velveteen Rabbit’ / Old Bear. Children write a recount based on their experience on their trip. Children plan what they will wear/ what will be in their packed lunch on their trip. Chn will create a mini brochure on what Stockport Museum is like if other classes wanted to visit. Chn to write a diary entry on what they did that day of the trip. Chn to write a toy poem based on toy poem examples (The secret Toy Box/ The Little Wood Train).

Firstly, it asks the children to think about their favourite toy from today before moving on to look at toys which were popular when their parents and grandparents
were children. Throughout the unit, the children will develop a range of historical skills such as: asking and answering questions,
identifying and interpreting different sources and recognising change and exploring how this influences them today. A range of learning activities are used in this unit which include: drawing discussions, role play and games as well as writing tasks to encourage the children to fully engage in lessons.


Science –Everyday materials – identify materials (wood, glass plastic mental fabric) describe their properties (hard/ soft/ stretchy/shiny waterproof/ strong). Compare and sort objects by material. Explore how materials are used and why. LO: to find out which is waterproof or not. Test materials e.g waterproofing/ strength- small squares of materials plastic/fabric/ paper/foil – poor drop water on – observe does the water soak or stay on.  Strength test – to find out which material is strongest? Make bridges 

Geography – ‘Our Local Area’ recapping on continents and oceans and countries that make up the UK
Chn will observe their local area as well as linking their journey to Stockport and back from school on a map. 
 Stunning Start! GO TO Stockport Museum  and look at the old toys / bring in their favourite toys to show and talk about
Fantastic Finish: publish a writing piece about their trip to the museum and perform it to some of the other classes/ publish it.

Music – Oak Academy the children will be learning about rhythm and finding the difference between the pulse and the beat using their own bodies as percussion. They will be learning o read simple notes and understanding how to pause and spot a pause symbol. They will make their own simple tunes.
