Computing children will continue to learn about internet safety as well as create their own earth picture using scratch art.
Geography  
The Horse Chestnuts will be using maps and atlases to explore the human and physical features of the places in our local area. They will be comparing them with North and South America and Europe. 
Our Amazing Planet
Literacy  We will be reading and exploring the settings and characters of many more tradition tales such as ‘The Billy Goats Gruff’, ‘Goldilocks’, and ‘Jack and the Beanstalk’ . This will link to our science topic - ‘plants’ where the children will receive a giant letter from ‘The Giant’ asking them to do something very important! We will be reading lots of fact books about our climate and the weather to write our own fact files and information booklets all about how we can protect our environment. 
Art and D+T The children will be making their own papier mache globes to help them develop global awareness. 
We will also be making our own fossils using modelling clay, pasta, shells and glue. 
Children will make a collage of our world with a focus on the elements: earth, wind, fire, ice.

Music The children will continue to learn about pitch, rhythm, beat as well as use percussion instruments. 

History Children will research fossils and animals that are no longer alive. We will handle a fossil and talk about what it can tell us. We will also learn about how someone finding fossils such as Mary Anning changed our understanding of prehistoric animals. We will also be role playing being archaeologists! 

Maths Ordinal numbers and days of the week:  children will retell which events happened in the creation story using ordinal numbers and the days of the week. They will look at using standard and non-standard measures of size and weight. We will ask and find out how fast your animal moves, how long it lives and how many eggs it lays.
Science  We will look at seasonal changes and clues which tell winter is changing to spring. 
We will also learn about what living things need to survive and how to label the plants around us. The children will plant a ‘magic’ bean based on Jack and the Beanstalk and watch it grow. They will learn about what it needs to survive.
