The children will learn about the main divisions of the globe including the continents, the oceans of the world and the equator. It also will teach students how to identify and locate these various divisions relative to Australia using a variety of geographic tools.
Literacy: books – Look Up! How to Catch a Star. Astro Girl. Field Trip to the Moon. Whatever Next. Meet the Planets. The Darkest Dark. Goodnight Spaceman. Children will act/ create short stories, descriptions of a particular setting or character or write simple/ more sophisticated sentences to change the ending. 

Computing: Y1 and 2 continued - internet safety as well as using scratch art to create an image of the earth. 
PHSE : learning about First Aid and our bodies. 
Literacy and writing: writing an autobiography about themselves which will be buried as time capsules in the ground and then potentially dug up 100+ years later (purpose). (Aim to do this in forest school time). Writing question sentences about what they want to find out when they go to Jodrell Bank (ask the experts – purpose). Write simple and relatable sentences about who they will sit next to on the coach / what they would like in their packed lunch (prediction) year 1s using and  year 2s using subordinating conjunctions . Write a trip advisor review of Jodrell Bank – show children real life reviews and tell them we will upload some on to their website. Children create a leaflet for the reception children to inform them about what they might see and explore at Jodrell Bank. Create a fact file to inform their parents all about space. Write narrative story using the books listed as inspiration and a hook.
